In compliance with the RoHS Directive, the objective of this Specification is to establish terms and
conditions regarding the treatment and transaction of the six (6) substances stipulated in Paragraph
4 hereof (““Banned substances””, ““Substances prohibited for use in manufacturing (ozone depleting
substances)”” and ““Substances to be totally abolished””) based on the ““Fujitsu Group Green
Procurement Direction”” and ““Guideline Regarding Non-Containment Management on Hazardous Substances
Specified by Fujitsu Group”” (http://www.fujitsu-general.com/global/corporate/procure/index.html)
(““Fujitsu Group Green Procurement Direction®” and together with ““Guideline Regarding
Non-Containment Management on Hazardous Substances Specified by Fujitsu Group””, as the ““Green
Procurement Direction’”).

SCOPE

This Specification covers any and al Il materials and components (i.e. parts, assembled units, materials
contained in products, accessories, manuals, packages and packaging materials for shipment) purchased
by the Fujitsu General group (as the ““FGL Group””) and contained in FGL Group products (such materials
and/or components referred to as the““ Deliverable(s)>”). In case of any conflict or ambiguity with
this Specification and Green Procurement Direction, this Specification shall prevail. In case of
any conflict or ambiguity with this Specification and““Fujitsu General Green Procurement Agreement””
or ““Fujitsu Group Green Procurement Agreement”” (executed by Fujitsu group (including FGL Group)
and Partner), this Specification shall prevail. This Specification is not applicable to any other
company in the Fujitsu group other than the FGL Group unless otherwise agreed by such company.

DEFINITION OF TERMS
The following words shall have the following meanings in this Specification.

Provided however, the terms and conditions regarding Packaging Material (s) defined
in the Fig.1 of Paragraph 4 hereof shall be effective on reading, access or delivery
of this Specification to Partner.

ACTION TO BE TAKEN AFTER AN ALTERATION OR MODIFICATION

IT any Deliverable containing the Substance(s), its relevant amounts or the deadlines for the abolition

of their use whatsoever reported in Paragraph 5 hereof is altered or modified, the forms stipulated

by Fujitsu General®s purchasing department (refer to Paragraph 9 hereof) shall be filled out, and

shall be resubmitted together with the necessary documents.
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(Corrective Measure and Indemnification)

In FGL Group determines that Partner(s) has breached or is likely to breach this Specification or
any certificate submitted by the Partner(s) is inaccurate or otherwise misleading, FGL Group and
Partner(s) shall discuss the corrective measures to be taken by Partner(s) and Partner(s) shall
promptly perform and implement all corrective measures agreed by the parties hereto without
unreasonable delay and by no later than the date specified by Partner(s).

Partner(s) agrees to defend and hold harmless FGL Group from and against all claims and liabilities
to the extent arising out of any wrongful acts and/or wrongful omissions (including, without limitation,
breaches of this Specification) by Partner(s) or its affiliates and Partner(s) agrees to indemnify
and pay all damages incurred by FGL Group.
